the hotel for dry cleaning, snacks, etc. that must be paid upon departure).



We remind you also that the visiting teams are to pay their own travel and accommodation costs.
Organising clubs may propose and recommend hotels to the visiting teams but the final decision
regarding accommodation has to be taken only by the visiting team. It is advisory that all booking
procedures are dealt in writing. Organising clubs are to arrange all local transport for delegates,
referees and clubs including transfer from and to the nearest airport upon arrival respectively
departure, in addition naturally from hotel to swimming pool and back for training and competition.
